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How to find us:

Below, we present a descriptive plan with photos.

Unfortunately, most current GPS devices (including Google) choose shortcuts
that are possible to take only with off-road vehicles. Therefore, we recommend
typing the destination: Velez — Rubio. When approaching the target, switch to
our analog plan.
